Letter from the Pastor 

 ñMaking Disciples Who Make Disciples of Jesus Christò 
 

 Jesus said to them, ñCome with Me, and I will make you fishers of men.ò 
 ï Mark 1:18 

 
Dear Redeemer Family, 
 

The other day in one of our Pastorsô Learning Community discussions, I was reminded of Dr. 
Walter Stuenkel who, about thirty years ago, wrote and spoke extensively about discipleship. Dr. 
Stuenkel made sure that we knew that there was a difference between disciples of other rabbis 
and the disciples of our Lord Jesus Christ. All other disciples would select the rabbi whose 
disciples they wanted to be. In contrast, the disciples of Jesus were (are) chosen by Him. The 
fervent aspiration of a rabbiôs disciple was to outgrow his teacher. But of course with Jesus, there 
can be no such aspirations. Our heart-felt desire is to daily grow to be more and more like our 
Teacher and Master.  
 

A disciple of Jesus is and always will be an active student of Godôs Word who builds his or her life 
on the person and Word of Jesus Christ. Although the apostles did not use the term ñdiscipleò in 
their letters, they beautifully paraphrased it: ñChrist be formed in youò (Galatians 4:19); ñhave this 
mind in you which was also in Christ Jesusò (Philippians 2:5); walk as He walkedò (1 John 2:6); 
live é unto Him which died for them and rose againò (2 Corinthians 5:15). 
 

As Dr. Stuenkel taught, the entire mission and ministry of a Christian congregation must be 
geared toward fostering discipleship and discipling. In other words, Redeemer Lutheran exists for 
the sole purpose of ñmaking disciples who make disciples of Jesus Christ.ò We are not a club with 
members who pay their dues and expect benefits in return, We are a congregation of disciples in 
whom Christ is being formed. It is His creative activity for the sake of the world. 
 

The question always before each of us is: Am I a disciple or just a 
ñchurch member?ò May the Lord Jesus bless our New Year 
together!
